Town zone – self-assessable as land in a preferred residential use area and in the serviced area (Table 1). Therefore must comply with applicable codes. Otherwise, code assessable.

Acid sulfate soils overlay – exempt as proposed use is Single residential (Table 7)

Example 2 – A 30m2 extension to an existing 300m2 hotel at Gregory. The extension involves new refrigeration and storage and an advertising sign above the awning.

Town zone - self-assessable as a consistent advertising device identified in schedule 2 (Table 2). Therefore must comply with applicable codes. Otherwise, code assessable.

	Step 6A
Self-assessing the proposal

	Self-assessment for compliance with the Planning Scheme Building Matters code and the Advertising Devices code.
	If the proposal does not comply with the Planning Scheme Building Matters code, the building work is code assessable under the planning scheme and an application is required for the building work.

If the proposal does not comply with the Advertising Devices code (relevant to an “above awning sign”), the advertising device is code assessable under the planning scheme and an application is required for the advertising device.

Making the application (as code assessable under schedule 8 of IPA and, if one or both applicable codes not complied with, also under planning scheme)

Example 3 – New tourist accommodation on leasehold (pastoral) land near the coastline. The development will accommodate 10 people and includes an airstrip, landscaping and a free-standing sign at the entrance.

NB
As the use of leasehold land is subject to the conditions of the lease, a proposed use outside the lease arrangements would require the approval of the Department of Natural Resources and Mining (DNRM). The IDAS application to the Council also requires the owner’s consent to the making of the application. Accordingly, the proponent should first obtain approval from DNRM to change the lease before making the application to Council.  


Example 4 – New use of a vacant church for a craft shop, corner Sloman and Burke Streets, Burketown (involving internal but no external building work and a sign hanging from a wall bracket)

Town zone – code assessable. Although meeting two of the criteria for exempt (i.e. use for a shop and not involving external building work), the site is not within an identified business area.

Overlays (cultural heritage building and acid sulfate soils) – exempt. Only code assessable if the use of the church does not provide for general public access. A shop does provide for public access.

	The proposal does not comply with the acceptable solution for number of visitors. Therefore, the material change of use for Home Business is code assessable under the planning scheme, and the Town Zone code (part 4, division 2) applies.
